ORDINANCE NO. 2023-2

AN ORDINANCE UPDATING CHAPTER 143 OF THE CODE TO UPDATE
TEMPORARY EVENT LICENSE AND REGULATIONS FOR RETAIL FOOD
ESTABLISHMENTS

WHEREAS, the Chapter 143 of the Code of the Town of Secaucus has previously been
adopted to regulate retail food establishments including temporary events involving vendors that
provide, sample or sell consumables to the public or are licensed through the Board of Health; and

WHEREAS, upon the review and recommendation of the Board of Health, the Mayor and
Council have determined that updates to this Chapter are needed to reflect updated licensing
regulations and fees for temporary events and vendors,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Town of
Secaucus, County of Hudson, State of New Jersey, as follows:

1. The following provision of Chapter 143 of the Code entitled “Food Establishments, Retail”
“§143-1.1 Definitions” shall be amended as follows (deletions are reflected by erosseuts;
additions are in bold):

§143-1.1 Definitions
As used in this chapter, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:

EVENT COORDINATOR

Any individual or group of individuals responsible for coordination, organization,
planning, and/or decision making that affects the temporary event or show including,
but not limited to, show managers, show directors, and event organizers.

EXTENSIVE EVENT

Any temporary event that will have ten (10) or more vendors participating that will
be providing, selling or giving samples of consumables, or requiring a type of Health
Department approval including, but not limited to, tattoo vendors, salon vendors and
vending machine vendors.

TEMPORARY EVENT

An event Iasting seven (7) days or less, including an extensive event, that will be
providing, selling or giving samples of consumables, or requiring a type of Health
Department approval including, but not limited to, tattoo vendors, salon vendors and
vending machine vendors.



2. The following provision of Chapter 143 of the Code entitled “Food Establishments, Retail”
“8143-3A Temporary event license and requirements™ shall be repealed and replaced in its
entirety as follows (deletions are reflected by eressouts; additions are in bold).

§ 143-3A Temporary event license and requirements.

A. Application.

Any individual vendor participating in a temporary event or an event coordinator
participating in a temporary extensive event that provides, samples, or sells
consumables to the general public or requiring a type of Health Department approval
must complete a temporary event application provided by the Health Department
and its affiliates. ‘

B. Application deadline.

Any individual vendor participating in a temporary event must submit their
temporary event application and requisite fee no later than two (2) weeks prior to the
date of the event. Failure to comply will result in a late fee and/or denial by the Health
Department and the vendor will not be permitted to participate in said event.

For a temporary extensive event, the event coordinator must submit the temporary
event application, all vendor paperwork and the requisite fee no later than two (2)
weeks prior to the date of the event. Failure to comply will result in a late fee and/or
denial by the Health Department and the vendors will not be permitted to participate
in said event.

C. Additional Requirements.

Any temporary event vendor or event coordinator on behalf of the vendor may be
required to submit applicable documentation along with the temporary event
application. Documentation requested may include, but is not limited to, vendor’s
state license or certificate, Town issued entity license, or additional information
deemed necessary by the Secaucus Health Department.

Any mobile food vendor participating in a temporary event must also submit a
permission letter from the property owner and/or company, on company letterhead,
that the mobile vendor wishes to vend to the Secaucus Health Department.



D. Permits Issued.

An individaal vendor participating in a temporary event will directly receive their
permit from the Health Department.

For a temporary extensive event, a blanket permit consisting of one (1) permit
provided to the event coordinator with an attached list of vendors prescreened and
approved by the Health Department will be issued in lieu of individual vendor
permits,

E. Compliance requirements.

Vendor and event coordinators are responsible for ensuring ongoing compliance with
N.JLA.C. 8:24 and all requirements under this chapter.,

The event coordinator shall be responsible for all contact with the Health Department
on behalf of the temporary extensive event.

Town of Secaucus sponsored events will be exempt from fee requirements but are
required to abide by all other requirements set forth in this chapter.

F. Revocation.

Regardless of prior approval, the Health Department, the Board of Health and/or ifs
affiliates may revoke, decline, or follow up with the applicant or event coordinator at
any given time, including prior to and during the time of the temporary event.

G. Violations and penalties.

Any violations witnessed under local code or N.J.A.C. 8:24 before, during, or after
the temporary event will result in the vendor and/or event coordinator’s revocation
of the temporary health license, shutdown of operations, requirement to leave the
event venue/premises, and/or issuance fines or summons to appear in court by the
Health Department’s or Board of Health's affiliates and representatives.

3. The following provision of Chapter 143 of the Code entitled “Food Establishments, Retail”
“§143-7 Fees” shall be amended as follows (deletions are reflected by eresseuts; additions are
in bold):

§ 143-7 Fees.

The annual fees for licensure of retail food establishments are hereby fixed as follows:

Temporary event fees: inclading but-notlimited-to-carnivals; street fairs;-standsyete=-$25
fora-maximum-of seven-daysperevent

Individual vendors (up to 9 vendors at one event): $25.00 per vendor

Flat Fees for Temporary Extensive Events:

Event with 10-25 vendors $300.00
Event with 26-50 vendors $650.00
Event with 51-100 vendors $950.00
Event with 101 vendors or more $1000.00

Temporary event late fees: Any vendor or event coordinator, in the case of an
extensive event, who applies for a temporary event permit after the two (2) week
deadline shall pay a late fee of twenty-five dollars (§25.00) per vendor in addition to
any regular fees to the Board of Health. Acceptance of the late application is at the
sole discretion of the Board of Health.

Town of Secaucus sponsored events will be exempt from fee requirements.

4, All Ordinances and parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the
extent of such inconsistency.

5. If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be
adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to that section, subdivision, clause or
provision so adjudged and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed to be valid and
effective.

6. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon passage and publication in accordance

with law.

IT IS FURTHER ORDAINED that the remainder of this Chapter 143 of the Code of the
Town of Secaucus shall remain in full force and effect.

It is hereby declared to be the legislative intent that this ordinance
would have been adopted if such illegal, invalid, or unconstitutional
provision, clause, sentence, subsection, word or part had not been
included therein, and if such persons or circumstances, to which
the ordinance or part thereof is held inapplicable, had been
specifically exempted therefrom.

SECTION 3
REPEALER

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that all other ordinances or parts of
ordinances inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed,
to the extent of such inconsistency.
